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DEFINITATIONS

Aesthetic Awareness & Creative Expressions: Coursesin the categoryfocus onthe development of an esthetic responsiveness to a variety of
creative artformsincluding the visualarts, poetry, drama, music and dance. Concepts and fundamental issues of aesthetics from historical,
theoretical and creative perspectives are considered. Students gain an understanding of the conventional designations of stylistic periods, explore
both personal and cultural concepts of aesthetics, and develop their own creative works and vision. (Students must complete a minimum of two
three credit course by completing either one three-credit course or three one-credit courses.)

Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion: Courses in the category provide students with greater cultural competency through the study of the many forms of
diversityinsociety, includingrace, ethnicity, gender, age, religion, language, abilities, sexual orientation, socioeconomic status, and geographic
region. Issuesof equityand inclusion are also emphasized. (Students must complete a minimum of two DEI designated course, one ofwhich must
be atthe 200level orabove.)

Individual & Society: Courses in this category give students an understandingof how sodeties form, evolve and sustain themselves throughthe
continuing interplay between the individual and the group. Students explore iss ues related to human development, personal identity, group
dynamics, sodal andinstitutional change and culturaldiversity. Civic engagement and responsibility are emphasized.

Global Issues: Courses in this category prompt students to examine topics such as politics, the environment, technology, history, health, and
economics from aninternationally guided approach. Students study how various social, religious, political and e conomic syste ms and movements
influence international relations and the global economy. Contemporaryrelevantissues will be addressed.

Literary Perspectives: Coursesinthis categoryprovide exposure to a variety of genresand styles of writing, both past and present. Students learn
to engage andrespond criticallyto test by extractingmeaningand analyzingthemes, concepts, and stylisticelements. In addition, students develop
theirownacademic writing skills, effectively organizing, supporting and expressing theirideas with an awareness ofaudience, purpose andthe
conventions ofthe written language.

Quantitative Reasoning: Courses in this category develop quantitative reasoning, the application of mathematical concepts and skills to formulate,
analyze and solve real-world problems. In order to perform effectively as professionalsand citizens, students will become competent inreading
and using numerical informationin understandingthe i mplications of quantitative evidence and in applying mathematicalskills and techniquesto
obtainsolutions to unknown problems.

Science and Technology: Courses in this categoryinvolve an exploration of livingorganisms, the physical world and technology. Students engage in
the processof scientificinquiry, experimentation, and discovery. In addition, they discuss and evaluate a range ofglobally relatedissuessuchas
climate change, sustainability, world health and technologicaladvancesand challenges.

Values and Ethical Reasoning: Courses in categoryaddress the ways in which values and decisions constantly affect us atindividual and collective
levels. Students explore the sources of our values in both personalexperience and in various forms of traditionalsuch as religion, law, philosophy,
artand professional practice. They examine the forms of critical evaluation and choice that we employto de cide between better and worse course
ofactionin ourownlives and inourinteractions with others.

World Cultures: Courses in this categoryfocus on pastand contemporary cultures throughthe study of people’s history, beliefs, values, language,
lifestyles, arts and politicaland social institutions. Students gainan understanding and appreciation of the cultural perspectives ofothersin
American societyand inthe world. Study abroad experiences are encouraged as a way for students to experience first-hand the rich cultural
diversityof ourworlds.

Writing Designated: Before graduating, students must ear six writing credits in additionto ENG111 Critical Reading & Writing | and ENG112 Critical
Reading & Writingll withone course atthe 200-level or higher.
